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THE SCRIP PROGRAM

Last fall I had a conversation
with a cousin from Grand Rap-
ids. She told me she was work-
ing for the Great Lakes Scrip
company. When I asked what
that was, she briefly explained
the business. When I returned
to the office, Heidi and I
Googled the company. What
we found was that since the
Fountain Clinic is a non-profit
organization we are able to
purchase scrips or gift cards to

over 350 regional, national and

on-line businesses at a reduced
cost. When they re-sell these
cards for the original face value,
the Clinic get to keep the

difference. So you buy the gift
card for the face value and the
Clinic receives a benefit which
we definitely need.

So far the program has been
pretty successful, profiting close
to $1,300 since November. It is
a great way to buy a gift for that
graduate or soon to be bride or
birthday and you don't have to
go shopping!

You can also buy scrips for
grocery stores, gas stations and
restaurants. If you are a small
business and purchase your own
cleaning supplies at one of the

large discount stores, check
and see if the company is on
our list.
